Executive Summary

The traditional definitions for graduation and retention rates reflect those used by
the US Department of Education’s Integrated Postsecondary Education Data System
(IPEDS). These familiar four- and six-year graduation rates focus on the degree comple-
tion of First-time, Full-time (FTFT) freshmen cohorts who begin college in the Fall Semes-
ter. Because of this, not all undergraduates are counted in the traditional IPEDS-
reported measures. Excluded from these measures are part-time freshmen, students
who transfer among institutions, and those enrolling in the Spring Semester. The IPEDS
measures also prove punitive for institutions in which students do not remain continuously
enrolled (e.g., military serving institutions).

Due to the importance of transfer students to UNC’s five year strategic plan, we
supplement the traditional IPEDS measures with indicators that capture transfer student
success, enrollment, and graduation rates across institutions. For the first time this year,
we also provide analysis of results from the UNC Graduating Senior Survey, which pro-
vides some explanations of factors that extend students’ time-to-degree beyond four
years.

Highlights for the UNC System during 2012-13 include:

+ As a system, UNC surpasses the national average in retention rate, four-year
graduation rate, and six-year graduation rate.

« The Fall 2013 freshman-to-sophomore retention rate is 83.3% (+0.7 annual per-
centage point change).

+ The 2012-13 IPEDS four-year graduation rate is 39.6% (+0.8 annual percentage
point change).

« The 2012-13 IPEDS six-year graduation rate is 61.2% (+1.0 annual percentage
point change).

* While four-year and six-year graduation rates are the most frequently reported
statistics, the largest gain (+19.0 percentage point change) occurs in the fifth year.
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Introduction

Frequent measures of student success include retention and graduation rates for
FTFT freshmen. These rates mirror indicators used by IPEDS and their widespread use
enables us to benchmark student achievement against national trends and peer institu-
tions.! In spite of the frequent use of IPEDS data, this student population excludes a
third of all 2013 UNC undergraduates.

Despite the continued importance of these traditional retention and graduation
rates, two rapidly changing factors necessitate UNC General Administration’s (UNC GA)
reporting alternative measures of success to the BoG and public. First, a growing number
of students transfer to UNC from community colleges and, second, many of our students
move among institutions during their postsecondary career. To capture transfer student
achievement we report the graduation rates for students transferring to UNC from the
North Carolina Community College System (NCCCS). To understand the complexities
surrounding broader inter-institutional transfer, we report the results of the publicly avail-
able Voluntary System of Accountability (VSA). All UNC institutions are part of the VSA,
an effort which leverages data following students throughout their postsecondary experi-
ence, both within North Carolina and across the country.

The body of this report focuses on system-level graduation and retention rates
with campus-level and corresponding peer benchmarks provided in Appendix A2 As is
customary with indicators that track educational performance over time, these measures
group students into cohorts based on their matriculation into the university (for retention
and graduation rates). Where possible, corresponding national rates are reported as
well. In all measures, UNC surpasses these national rates.?

Peers are calculated using institutional-level peers approved by the BoG in 2011.

National rates presented in this report are to be compared with “UNC Original Institution” rates. All
national rates are presented for the most recent cohort available, which are older than the UNC data.
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Retention Rates

Over the past ten years, the UNC System improved its IPEDS freshman-to-soph-
more retention rate. For example, 80.7% of the FTFT freshmen who entered in Fall 2002
returned to their original institution the following year while 83.3% of students beginning
in 2012 returned in Fall 2013. If we expand this to include the entire system, 86.2% of
FTFT freshmen in Fall 2012 returned to a UNC institution.

+ Over a five-year period, nine campuses have improved their retention rates.

Four-, Five-, and Six-Year Graduation Rates

Tracking the graduation rate of FTFT cohorts over time yields further understand-
ing of the progress made on degree attainment. Figure 2 details the four-, five-, and
six-year graduation rates from the freshmen cohort of 1997 to the class beginning in
Fall 2009. While four-year and six-year graduation rates are the most frequently
reported statistics, the largest gain (+19.0 percentage point change) occurs in the
fifth year.

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Alternative Measure of Success

Six-Year Student Success Measures from the Voluntary System of Accountability

The Voluntary System of Accountability (VSA) supplements traditional IPEDS
measures of retention and graduation by tracking a cohort across the nation to expand
graduation to any institution and include students who remain enrolled. Importantly, their
measure uses enrollment and graduation across all participating universities, represent-
ing over 70% of the bachelor’s degrees awarded in the nation. All UNC campuses report
to the VSA, which was developed to standardize reporting of key educational data. As
directed by Our Time, Our Future, all campuses regularly report campus data to increase
the visibility of student and academic success measures.

For example, using the traditional methodology as reported on the VSA web-
site, WSSU has a six-year graduation rate of 35.2% for its Fall 2006 cohort (see Figure
3). When accounting for all other institutions nationally, the graduation rate increases
to 40.5% . Additionally, data show that another 29.5% are still enrolled and seeking a
degree at WSSU or another institution. These numbers together (graduated and still
enrolled) constitute the VSA measure for student success, which for WSSU is 70.0%: a
34.8% increase over the traditional measure.

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Two-, Three-, and Four-Year Graduation Rates of NCCCS
Transfers with AA/AS

As noted previously, the traditional IPEDS graduation rates do not include transfer
students; a population critical to the UNC'’s strategic plan, Our Time, Our Future. Figure
4 provides the graduation rates for this subpopulation of NCCCS transfer students. Two
details distinguish the graduation rates:

1. The two-, three-, and four-year graduation rates for NCCCS transfer students
are provided, which are akin to FTFT freshmen'’s four-, five-, and six-year rates.

2. We find that after transferring, few students move among UNC campuses.
Consequently we do not report “at original UNC institution.” Instead, we use
graduation rates at “any UNC institution” to include transfer students.

As illustrated by Figure 4, many of the students who transfer with an Associates of
Arts or Science graduate within 3 years, with over 74% obtaining their Bachelor’s Degree
in four years or less. A more detailed report on transfer students will be presented to the
BoG later this year.

APPENDIX S

Self-Reported Reasons for Delayed Graduation

Every three years, UNC GA works closely with campuses to facilitate a system-
wide survey of graduating seniors. These scheduled surveys provide insight into a num-
ber of important areas, including barriers to timely degree completion.*

The survey instrument asks graduating seniors a variety of questions about their
undergraduate experience, including whether or not they have taken more than four years
to graduate and, if so, their reasons. The most recent survey of seniors was completed
in Spring 2013 with this sub-population of students reporting “Personal Reasons” as the
most frequent cause for extending their time-to-degree.® However, many students also
report other barriers graduating in four years, issues that are being addressed through
institutional or BoG policies, such as Fostering Undergraduate Student Success (UNC
Policy 400.1.5).

Figure 5 presents responses from the Graduating Senior Survey in two groupings.
The first group highlights areas that can be addressed through policy action and improved
services and resources on campuses (e.g., improved advising, transfer support, and ar-
ticulation issues). The second group includes reasons stemming from students’ personal
lives, situations over which campuses may have little or no control (e.g. taking a semester
off for personal, non-financial reasons, such as medical or family situations).

While there are many life circumstances that may cause students to prolong their
studies beyond four years, several require additional focus. Through its strategic direc-
tions plan and the efforts of the BoG, UNC is directly addressing many of the areas in the
first group in Figure 5 (Financial Reasons, Advising, Scheduling, and Transfer Issues).
With regards to financial considerations prolonging time-to-degree, North Carolina’s con-
stitutional commitment to maintaining affordable tuition for its citizens reflects the state’s
historical leadership in this policy arena. Proposals to improve academic advising and
the availability of courses to students are included in Our Time, Our Future as well. Ad-
ditionally, UNC is working closely with a variety of partners to improve transfer student
success across the system, including revising the Comprehensive Articulation Agreement
with the NCCCS, which will improve credit transfers between the two systems.
