Request to add the Liberal Studies Pre-major
to the
Comprehensive Articulation Agreement

The Comprehensive Articulation Agreement assures students transferring from a
North Carolina Community College with the A.A. or A.S. degree to a UNC campus that
their credits will meet the general education requirements at the receiving institution and
the student will enter with junior status. The Pre-Major Agreements guide the selection
of course work for those students who know the educational and career path they wish to
follow. The agreement maximizes the student’s time at the community college and
ensures timely completion of the baccalaureate at the senior institution.



APPENDIX J

Pre-Major Associate in Arts Articulation Agreement: Liberal Studies (A1010U)

This template has been developed by university and community college faculty as a blueprint for guiding
community colleges in developing programs for students who intend to major in Liberal Studies. Students
who successfully complete this course of study and who meet the requirements for admission to the
university are eligible to apply for admission to the major with junior standing.

All colleges will not offer all pre-major programs and course selections may vary. Check college catalogs
for course and program offerings.

English Composition (6 SHC) Two English composition courses are required.
e English 111, Expository Writing, is required as the first composition course.

e The second composition course must be selected from the following:
ENG 112 Argument-Based Research (3 SHC)
ENG 113 Literature-Based Research (3 SHC)

Humanities/Fine Arts (12 SHC**) Four courses from three discipline areas are required.
e The following course is required (3 SHC):
COM 231 Public Speaking (3 SHC)

o  One course must be a literature course.

e Two additional courses from the following discipline areas are required: art, dance, drama, foreign
languages, interdisciplinary humanities, literature, music, philosophy, and religion.

Social/Behavioral Sciences (12 SHC) Four courses from three discipline areas are required.
e One course must be a history course.

e Three courses from the following discipline areas are required: anthropology, economics,
geography, history, political science, psychology, and sociology.

Natural Sciences/Mathematics (14 SHC)

Natural Sciences (8 SHC):

e Two courses from the biological and physical science disciplines, including accompanying
laboratory work, are required.

Mathematics (6 SHC):
e Two courses are required. Computer science may not be used for the math requirement.

Speech/Communication may not substitute for the literature requirement.

Application to a University

Admission application deadlines vary; students must meet the deadline for the university to which they
plan to transfer. Upon successful completion of the associate in arts degree, students who meet the
requirements outlined in this pre-major articulation agreement for Psychology will be eligible to be
considered for admission as juniors to the universities offering the baccalaureate degree: ASU, ECU,
ECSU, FSU, NCA&T, NCCU, NCSU, UNC-A, UNC-CH, UNC-C, UNC-G, UNC-P, UNC-W, WCU,
WSSU.
