North Carolina Central University has requested that its B.A. in French (CIP Code

#16.0901) be discontinued.

This B.A. degree program is being eliminated as a result of the academic program
reviews. The enrollment from 2004-2011 was 19 and the number of graduates in that period was
five. Students who have earned 64 hours or more will have the courses available to fulfill

graduation requirements in two years.
